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                                           Band Procedure                                                        
For football games between high schools of Guilford County, the Visiting Band (if it is going to play) will have the option of the following in the order listed:

1) Split the half-time show with the home team – 71/2 minutes per band. Please adhere strictly to this amount of time.
(Exception – Homecoming)

2) Visiting band plays a pre-game show – 71/2 minutes in length. Please adhere strictly  to this amount of time. No half-time show.

3) Visiting band opts to play only in the stands.
For Homecoming games the only option available to the visiting band is #3.

If #1 is chosen (splitting the half-time show) the visiting band is to be ready to start their performance as soon as the field clears of players. Visiting band will perform first followed by the home band.

If #1 is declined and #2 is accepted, the visiting band is to be ready to perform 20 minutes prior to the start of the game and begins its performance as soon as both football teams clear the field from warm-up activities.

The home team band director is to contact the visiting team band director no later than Tuesday of the game week to determine which option the visiting team wishes to exercise and to work out details of the option chosen. The home team band director is to notify the head football coach and Athletic Director (who will clear with their principal) by Tuesday of the game week as to which option the visiting team band elects so that the appropriate half-time length may be conveyed to the game officials. Under option #1, if the home team is willing to extend the half-time from 15 minutes to 20 minutes (as determined by the home team Head Football Coach, Athletic Director and Principal) each band may perform up to a 9 minute half-time show.

While this procedure is required for games involving Guilford County High Schools, it is hoped that band directors will offer these options to out-of-district visiting bands as well.

Details to be worked out by band directors with approval of Principals:
1) Where band buses are to park

2) Where the visiting band should enter and exit the stadium

3) The location of the visitors side and how to get there once entering the stadium

4) Arrival time. As a matter of courtesy if you should arrive late(after the Kickoff), do not play instruments until seated in the stands

5) Procedure for visiting and home bands to enter and exit the field for their performances.

6) Use of the public address system

7) Sharing the contents of the script and band performance
